Democracy Government based on participation of the people, either directly or by chosen representatives.
Inequality Lack of balance and similarity.

Racism Practice of discriminating against people based on their race or ethnic background.

Jim Crow Laws Laws passed to keep African Americans separate from whites in the southern United States
Slavery The brutal and immoral practice of forcing someone to work without paying them.

Boycott To stop buying or using the goods or services of a certain company as a protest.

Discrimination An unfair system that treats one group of people worse than another.
